Our company 3GSolar Photovoltaics Ltd in Jerusalem is part of a European consortium.  It is under the Horizon 2020 R&D framework, and specifically is a training network for early stage researchers.
Most of the consortium members are academia but there is also some industry.  The students that join the industrial members will have a more intensive workload.
The student must be no more than four years after his MSc.  In addition, he must not have been in Israel for more than one year in the past three (it's a general rule of the consortium – the student must not have been more than one year out of the last three in the country of his hosting institution).
The student will be a paid employee of 3GSolar for three years and do research at the company.  He will enroll as a PhD student at Bar Ilan University and also do research there.  Although he will be a BIU student, his Doctoral Advisor will be Professor David Cahen of the Weizmann Institute of Science.  3GSolar will pay his tuition for three years.  The subject of research is Perovskite Solar Cells.  Therefore, background in materials engineering, chemistry and physics are the most relevant.
He will also have the opportunity of additional short research visits to other consortium members during his three years at 3GSolar.
