Born into a hardworking but
openminded family, Alec Walker
spent his childhood in Houston, Texas
tinkering with  machines, playing
music, and exploring a diverse
international community. He excelled
in Choate Rosemary Hall preparatory
school but left early to begin college
before his senior year. Following an
episode at Hampshire College
studying philosophy and psychology,
he moved to Rice University, where he obtained both a BS in chemical and

biomolecular engineering and a BA in Asian studies. Motivated to combine his
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disparate interests and represent ideas across traditional borders, Alec was
able to pursue scientific innovation in a variety of countries under an East
Asian focus while completing his degrees.

By the time he graduated from university, Alec had lived and worked in China,
Mongolia, Japan, Singapore, and North Korea, serving as a visiting researcher
in cyclical reaction theory, electron orbital measurement, ionic liquid
characterization, bacteriophage development, and quantum computing. He
had represented Rice University in the Harvard Project for Asian and
International Relations in China and Malaysia, won a gold medal at the 2007

After deferring his start date to travel the world, Alec joined Royal Dutch Shell
as a catalyst engineer for low emissions oil refining.

Before leaving to pursue his MBA at
Stanford Graduate School of Business, Alec had become the primary provider
of technical input for development of several hundred million US dollars worth
of onshore gas assets.
